COURSE CONTENT AND OBJECTIVES: This class is designed to explore basic color theory and systems for organizing color harmonies. Students will develop a critical awareness of color in theory and in practice, and develop solutions for color and design problems. Color will be presented in a historical and cultural context as a means of informing, recording and communicating, and as a vehicle for self-expression. Lectures will be augmented by demonstrations, critiques, audio-visual presentations, group discussion, reading and written assignments. Lab hours will be spent researching, and using color in assignments that promote learning and problem solving.

COURSE REQUIREMENTS: Students are required to make full use of in-class time and participate in individual and group processes. It is expected that each student will complete all assignments, the vocabulary test, written assignments, presentations, participate in weekly to biweekly critiques, and be an active contributor to the class. 
Cell phones must not be heard or used in class, unless the phone is being accessed for class use such as picture taking of class images, screen shots, or access to appropriate class related sites. Distracting side conversations or activities that divert attention away from learning are not appropriate classroom behavior. 

CLASS  STRUCTURE: Most classes will begin by arranging work areas and setting up color problems. Classes will be devoted to color theory presentations, the development of a color vocabulary, class critiques, and completing assignments which target specific color concepts. The last ten minutes of each class session will be used to clean up. 
PARTICIPATION AND ATTENDANCE: Class attendance is mandatory. Your participation and attendance will directly affect your grade.  Three or more absences will drop the final grade one full grade. More than 6 absences MAY result in a failing grade. 
Participation during class hours is essential to successfully complete the course. Keep two classmates phone numbers. If you should have an unexpected absence, you can catch up on missed homework assignments and class content for the day. For any absence, the student is responsible for finding out what material was missed and making up the work. 

TO BE MARKED PRESENT: 
1) Be on time for class. 

2) Be present for the entire class period. 

3) Be aware that fifty minutes worth of tardiness is worth one absence. 

4) Leaving early is not appropriate, except in rare circumstances. Please let me know what the situation is prior to the occurrence, if possible.

All assignments will be graded. All late assignments will be lowered by a minimum of one grade. Students are responsible for all assignments, both in-class and homework assignments. Assignments that have been turned in on time may be reworked and turned in again for a final portfolio grade evaluation the last class week of the term. Portfolios and notebooks will be due on Wednesday, the last week of classes, before finals week. 

PORTFOLIOS/ COLOR NOTEBOOK: Keep all projects, name and date them on the back. These will be your portfolio entries. Clearly label the portfolio carrier with your name, class, and give it a carrying handle. Do not purchase an expensive portfolio. A sturdy, clean one that you have created with care is recommended. All work from the term should be in the portfolio for the final evaluation. In addition, and as a part of the portfolio, you will be assigned a color notebook/sketchbook project that will consist of class notes, handouts, specific notebook assignments, and project planning. 

Presentation of color notebook:  This visual documentation of the course content should contain class notes, whiteboard notes, screen notes, all handouts, all written work including tests, all notebook assignments, project plans and sketches, preliminary ideas, and your personal experiments and thoughts regarding color. This may be put together in a high quality 9X12”spiral bound sketchbook with handouts attached to the pages. 

FINAL GRADE EVALUATION; 
Your final grade is a representation of your overall class performance and will consist of the following: 
Evidence of understanding a vocabulary of color and design. This will be based on: 

-participation during critiques and discussions 

-successful completion of design problems and assignments 

-Submission of a final, complete portfolio and notebook of all color assignments 
-Vocabulary test
-presentations 

-verbal, visual interactions 
Evidence of creative and technical success as in craftsmanship and presentation..
Effort, progress

All student responsibilities have been fulfilled in a satisfactory manner 

ABANDONED ARTWORK: Work which has been left behind after critiques is the responsibility of the individual student. The custodian may dispose of any work  which falls on the floor. Be sure to clean out your storage drawer during finals week. (Keys may be signed out with Teresa Thomas, Administrative Assistant to the dean, SSH 100.)
ATTIRE: Wear suitable clothing that does not distract from the learning environment. Be prepared to use various art media. Acrylic paint does not wash out of clothing. It is advised that students consider wearing protective attire when painting.

Studio Art and design classes demand 2-3 times the amount of hours spent in class fulfilling assignments outside of class. For 6 hours in class per week, plan on spending six to twelve hours outside of class on course work.
Note: It is imperative that all students attend class regularly. It becomes very problematic when a class is missed, due to the amount of time, information, and interaction involved. Do NOT expect the instructor to ‘fill in missed information’ at the beginning of a class session due to your recent absence. 
ART 116:   COLOR DESIGN,   REQUIRED MATERIALS:

-small pocket sized achromatic value scale 

-small pocket size color wheel 

-kneaded eraser 

-two 2B pencils with effective erasers
-18” metal ruler

-1” Scotch blue ‘delicate surface’ masking tape

-palette knife (metal, trowel style)

-tracing paper (12X18” size minimum) 

-in-expensive compass

-Xacto knife with extra package of replacement blades

-cutting surface, such as a small acrylic cutting mat
-rubber cement (Pro-Art brand)
-rubber cement pick-up

-paint mixing palette in a tear-off disposable style  (approx. 9x12”)

-spiral bound sketchbook, 9x12” size, with good quality paper

-folder for handouts

-small spray bottle for paint hydration

-water container (nonbreakable)

-brushes: Buy good quality synthetic brushes for acrylic paints. Suggested:


1/2"-3/4" flat


medium sized round 1/4"

small, fine tipped round  1/8"

½’’ flat chisel style brush

-Illustration board, cold pressed, White (black/ gray on reverse side)

(begin with 1 to 2 large sheets: approx.18X24”)
-white drawing paper tablet, high quality, 80-90 lb weight minimum (12x18”, or 14x17’) 

-one large piece of heavy, stiff watercolor paper (sold individually in the bookstore)

-a portfolio and carrying case for transporting projects and supplies 

ACRYLIC PAINTS:  IT IS ESSENTIAL, AND EXTREMELY IMPORTANT that you buy THE CORRECT PIGMENT NUMBER and a corresponding high quality, artists quality, brand of paint!!!!!! 
 Do NOT buy student grade, or beginner grade acrylic paint. You will not be able to make consistent, “correct” color matches unless you choose the correct paints. 
BUY ONE of each color (notice there are two brands listed), totaling 7 tubes total. (One white, one black, one yellow, 2 reds, 2 blues) You MAY mix or match tubes and brands as long as you have the correct pigment number and matching color name.

Do Not buy inexpensive student grade acrylic paint. Buy artist quality paint.
