Journal

Your journals should contain a typed, approximately one-two page response, to assignments given in 

class or taken from the reading. Please choose five of the journal assignments. Hand in weekly. Journal assignments should be completed and handed in for grading by the eighth week of class.
Project One


Choose two of the authors we’ve read. Compare their use of imagery, meter, and sound. Submit all notes, outlines, rough drafts, peer reviews, and photocopies of cited materials, with typed, double-spaced final copy, on top, in a folder.  Please proofread carefully.  

Project Two


· Choose a book of poems by an author we’ve discussed in class.  

· Discuss common themes, ideas, and/or how the history/culture of that time influenced the author. 
· Research what two other critics have said about this author’s work. Do you agree? Why/why not?

· When you turn in your final copy, please include notes, outlines, rough drafts, peer review, and photocopies of cited material,, with your typed, double-spaced copy on top, and an MLA style works cited, and MLA style in-text citations.  

Oral Presentation Based on Project Two     

We’re doing a Poetry Slam, which we will discuss.
