Writing 122 is designed to provide practice in expository and argumentative writing with emphasis on
critical thinking skills, principles of inductive and deductive reasoning, the relationship of language to
logic, analysis, criticism, advocacy of ideas, methods of research in relation to evidence, and advanced
elements of style and organization.

* have built upon writing and revision skills learned in WR 121 to craft well-organized longer
essays.
* be able to document sources using MLA style parenthetical reference and works cited page.
» have developed an understanding of what plagiarism is and how to avoid it.
* have shared their arguments with a wider audience.
