3. To have a competency checked off on, you must have the check off and module during the check off evaluation.  No check offs will be done with missing or absent forms.  **DO NOT take them home.  No due dates will be extended for missing check offs or modules.  Put your name on all paperwork.  Check offs will only be completed during the 20 minutes allocated time during lab and for those students who have been practicing.  There is no guarantee that you will complete your check offs in lab so you need to plan to complete all check offs during skills session.  Plan on attending every skills session.  Charting exercises are completed in lab.   
No charting exercises will be made up if missed.
4. All check-offs must be completed by the due date.   Check-offs are only done in either in your regular lab session or in dental skills. NO EXCEPTIONS, at no other times will check-offs/skills be completed.  You are responsible for your time management including but not limited to: observations, Dental Link, and other commitments. If a check-off/skill is not completed by the due date you will receive zero points for that check-off and must still complete that check- off/ skill by the end of skills session week 9.  If all check-off/skills are not satisfactory completed by week 9, you will NOT have met lab completion requirements and will not be allowed to continue on to next term. 

5. If you miss your lab session due to absence, you must contact the instructor and instructional assistant by email PRIOR to the absence to find out if special arrangements will be needed to make up the missed lab session.   It is your responsibility to get any all missed lab information from a peer.  Absences do not automatically extend lab skills due dates.  You must contact the IA no later than your first day back to determine needed materials and time frames for completion.    

6. If a holiday falls on your lab time you will be assigned to a different lab session for that week. Holiday Lab schedule is on attached Lab tentative schedule. 
7. All assignments/check offs are due on the due date assigned by the instructor. This lab involves group and individual activities.  Check offs will be done as instructed.  When not working on check offs you are required to practice charting and clinical chairside skills.  No one will be allowed to leave lab early even if check offs are completed.  All checkoffs will be done in the order indicated by the instructor.  You are responsible to practice needed skills for checkoffs and charting on your own to become proficient. Take the initiative to practice with peers to test your skills and knowledge.  You have access to the lab and clinic during open hours. If you are not prepared for a check off when you say you are, you will not be allowed to complete it until the following lab/skills session. To successfully move on to spring term you must pass Clinical Practice lecture and Clinical Practice II lab independently with a 72% or higher.
