Focuses on the domains of cognitive, physical, social and emotional development as well as the influences of family, peers, schools, and community. Describe the course of school age and adolescent development in terms of physical, cognitive, social and emotional domains; Describe the factors influencing school age and adolescent development such as family, peers, school and community; Describe theories and research concerning school age and adolescent development including Vygotsky's biosocial learning theory and Bronfenbrenner ecological system theory; Develop responses to school-age and adolescent children's learning needs and behaviors based on theoretical perspectives; Relate course materials to current research, issues and practical implications. Examine cultural differences in child rearing practices and learning activities.

I believe in the assignments, and I prefer you do the work, even if it is late. With prior approval, extensions may be possible. •   In Class Assignments/Participation: Throughout the term there will be in-class activities designed to engage course material in critical thinking. This will include group work, reflective writing, and other activities. These assignments cannot be handed in late, and there is no alternative. If you need to miss class for an excused absence, I will provide an appropriate make-up assignment. Class missed for unexcused reasons will result in no credit for the assignment. Each week is worth 1 participation point. 10 points 
•   Coming of Age Narrative: This is a very flexible assignment, that can be completed in a variety of mediums. The goal of the assignment is to engage your own experience of adolescent development. You may choose to focus on any one of the developmental domains and explore it within your own lived experience. 10 points
•   Personal Bioecological Model: Each student will design a personal bioecological model of their development. The draft of the model is due the end of the second week, and a revised model- reflecting course content- will be due along with the submission of the coming of age narrative project in week 10. 5 points

•   Film or Literature Review:  From a list of preapproved materials you will review and critique a film or a piece of literature that captures an aspect of adolescent development. 15 points
•   Topics in Adolescent Development Forum:  Each student will work in a group to create and facilitate a group discussion about an element of social importance related to adolescent development. Groups are assigned as are the topics. This assignment is graded as a group effort, and each group member will offer feedback on their teammates’ contributions. 15 points
•    Discussion question: Students will submit discussion questions each class, based on the assigned readings, designed to demonstrate engagement and reflection with the course material. These are pass/no pass assignments and graded based on the percentage completed throughout the term. 10 points
•   Midterm Exam: Midterm exam, short answer essay format. 15 points
•   Final Major Paper: Each student will choose a topic from a list (no duplicates) or propose their own, for a research paper 5-7 pages in length. Topics will be determined in week 4. 20 points
