Acerca de la clase 
En este curso vas a mejorar (improve) tu habilidad para entender, hablar, leer y escribir el idioma español.  Es muy importante hablar español en la clase. Vamos a cubrir los capítulos 5-8 del libro de texto.

La clase es en español, pero es posible usar inglés para explicar un poco la gramática. Ask questions if things are not clear, but remember that it is also important that you guess from the context (which is one of the best strategies to learn a foreign language).  
Class time is just enough to introduce new materials and concepts and practice them, but learning a language requires a lot of exposure to it. At the very minimum, you should be prepared to spend two hours of study for every hour of class (plus the time required for completing homework and preparing for an exam/quiz).
Objectivos Generales
At the end of this class you will be able to:

· Communicate information related to events that occurred in the past.

· Better understand the history, culture and traditions of more Spanish speaking countries.

· Shop for food, order in restaurants. find accommodation in a hotel

· Understand better some of the perspectives of people from other countries.

· Improve your general proficiency through a better understanding of Spanish grammar, and feel more confident about your ability to speak, read, write and listen to Spanish.
Bring Spanish to your life!!!


In order to learn a language, you need to practice it. The resources to practice and use Spanish are unlimited. You can hear and read Spanish basically everywhere. Here are some ideas:

· Read books from the Corvallis Public Library collection in Spanish.

· Explore some of the thousands of internet sites in Spanish, including radio stations, audio files, grammar and vocabulary resources. Check the links from the SPN 102 web-page.

· Univisión (Channel 31) and Telemundo (channel 30) broadcast in Spanish.

· Use the SAP option on your T.V. to hear your favorite shows in Spanish. 

· Look for Spanish language free weekly newspapers, and keep your eyes open for all Spanish around you (product instructions, food, commercials, etc.)

· Meet friends who speak the language! Try meeting someone with interests similar to you and start a friendship. Find a language partner at the Multicultural Center in Corvallis, or volunteer to help international students learn English (for more info, call the International Office at OSU).

Web pages

1) Your textbook comes with a key to enroll in Quia books. It will give you access to the Student Manual, which you need to complete homework assignments. There are many other useful resources available here. Your key is good for 18 months, which is part of the reason why you should not buy the text used unless you know the previous owner and you KNOW that you will still have enough time to complete your course.

There are also books and software placed at the LBCC library for you to practice (main campus). 

Tips for Success in this class
· Be realistic about your expectations: No one learns to speak a language in one school term. Acquiring proficiency in a foreign language requires a lot of time, motivation and hard work.

· Not everyone learns the same way, so it is important that you discover your own learning style.  

· Study several times a day for short periods every day rather than having Spanish marathons less often!

· Use the resources we offer, such as tutors, office hours, web resources and books at the library.

· Make connections between the Spanish language and your life... meet new friends!

· At the very minimum, spend at least two hours of study for every hour of class.
Evaluación

Pruebas 

There will 4 chapter quizzes and one final exam (see calendar). If you cannot attend class on the day of an exam/quiz because of a MAJOR reason, notify me IN ADVANCE, so arrangements can be made to take it within the following 2 days. Otherwise, you will lose the points for the missed exam. 

Tareas

We learn a language through practice. The assigned homework gives you a great opportunity to practice. It improves your understanding of the topics we study and allows you to get feedback. Completing it on time is a key to your success.
All homework is assigned online. Once you have logged in to our course online, click on "assignment list" (top menu". Assigned exercises have a DUE DATE next to them. Notice that most of the homework comes from the "Student Manual", so make sure that you are not looking at the textbook exercises.
You receive credit only for assignments sent on time -there is no late credit. You have up to 7 attempts to get as many points as possible for your homework (only the last attempt counts for calculating your grade).
Redacciones

Writing assignments are an important part of the learning experience. They consist of:


1) A first draft (we will write it in class, look at the calendar).


2) A correction (you correct your first draft at home and turned it in on the assigned date).

You get a grade for a redacción only after you turn in the corrections. If for some reason you turn in only a first draft, the maximum grade you can get is 50% (assuming it is an excellent draft and on time).

Assigned dates for the compositions are in the calendar. If you are not in class on a date when we write, you need to go to the Assessment Center and write it there (like if it was an exam).

CORRECTIONS ARE DUE AT THE TIME OF OUR CLASS, AS A HARD COPY AND THEY MUST INCLUDE THE FIRST DRAFT.
When you write your first draft:

· use the vocabulary and grammar we have learned in class 

· limit the number of words you have to look up (for example, no more than 10 new words).

· do not write in English first. However, make a plan of what you will write about and how you will 
organize the information so you don't write randomly.
· keep in mind that you cannot write like  you would in English. You need to learn how to walk before 
you run.
When you write your corrections:
· do not ask for help from friends or use electronic tools -it has to be YOUR work.*
· Keep it simple!  Proof read!

* If I see evidence that a text was not entirely written by you, you will get a zero for the assignment.

Participación 

Being in class is not equal to participating, but you cannot participate unless you are present. Participating in class is a combination of the following behaviors:

· Come to class prepared and on time, pay attention and ask questions.
· Work actively in groups/pairs and speak Spanish, not English
· Keep a positive attitude and help to maintain a good atmosphere by being respectful, friendly and helpful to everyone.

· Volunteer answers. Do not be afraid to try the language! Guessing is perfectly acceptable.

Conversaciones
It is a group assignment to demonstrate oral proficiency. Basically, you will work in groups of 3 students (you make your own groups), and have a conversation in Spanish for ten minutes.
