   2. The research paper must be at least 8 pages long, with one-inch margins    
   and with 10-12 sized font. Maps, diagrams and pictures will not count as a page. 
   3. Please indicate all sources used, and use APA style, no footnotes are required. 
   4. All research papers require student critical thinking and a self-reflective/opinion page.  
   5. Late papers may not be graded in time for final grade deadlines. 

  6. Submit only your work to the instructor, and sign/date all work that you submit   
  to the instructor. Do not submit someone else’s’ work, do not submit research that is just   
  a print-out from a website. Please do not plagiarize or submit other people’s work.
