Course Description

College Writing Fundamentals reviews the writing process, components of good academic writing, conventions of
Standard English, and college success strategies. You will acquire pre-writing strategies, practice the drafting process,
develop grammar skills, learn the elements of essays, write short essays, and develop your ability to be a successful
college student.

Course Outcomes

Upon successfully completing WR 095, you will be able to use the writing process to effectively plan, draft, revise, edit,
and proofread essays. In addition, you will be able to use specific, sufficient, relevant support as evidence to develop ideas
and use appropriate writer’s resources effectively. Plus, in this course and in its completion, you will then be able to
organize a piece of writing so that the reader is effectively guided through the text and you, the student, will also edit and
proofread papers for Standard English, correct punctuation, grammar and MLA formatting while demonstrating a
personal understanding of college culture and student success behaviors.
