Course Description: 
The second course in the calculus sequence for students majoring in 
mathematics, science and engineering. Topics include techniques of integration, 
numerical integration, improper integrals, applications of integration, and an 
introduction to differential equations. Prerequisite: MTH 251 Differential Calculus. 
 
Upon completion of the course, the student will be able to 

1. Calculate, interpret and communicate the concept of the integral.   
2. Integrate a variety of functions using multiple techniques. 
3. Recognize when and how to apply calculus tools to solve problems in 
business, the sciences and engineering.
