Course Description
This course is designed for the advanced music student as well as those with some previous training in music theory and composition.  You will review the fundamentals of music through exploration of rhythm, melody, harmony, and form with listening exercises, analysis exercises, and composition.  Advanced musical concepts in two and four part composition, and harmonic analysis will be explored

Student Learning Outcomes
In this course we will:

1 Realize a piece of music in four-part harmony from standard figured bass as well as lead sheet.

2. Analyze and compose music based on standard 17th and 18th century techniques as well as American Vernacular techniques.

3. Analyze and resolve chords (triads and seventh chords) using traditional chord resolution techniques.

4. Compose short compositions in four-part harmony using the traditional rules of species counterpoint.

5. Correctly notate music through aural and visual analysis.
