Course Description:

This class covers sales and cash receipts, purchases and cash payments, accounting for a merchandising
company, handling bad debts, notes receivable, notes payable, accounting for merchandising inventory,
accounting for property, plant equipment and intangible assets, and partnership accounting.

Examinations:

Question format includes, but is not limited to, essay questions, quantitative problems and multiple choice.
The exams are closed-book and closed-notes. On the exams you will be allowed to use 1) a writing instrument
& eraser, 2) single-use calculator, and 3) instructor provided test materials, with no other items allowed. Exam
dates are indicated on the outline. Exams must be taken on the date scheduled unless prior arrangements have
been made. If an examination is missed and you have not made prior arrangements to make it up, the exam
grade will be reduced 20% (late penalty). Exams must be made up within one week of the test date.
Exceptions may be made for emergency situations. The Final must be taken at the scheduled time unless prior
arrangements have been made.

Homework/Quizzes:

Homework: Homework problems will be graded and are due at the beginning of class on the date listed.
Late homework will not be accepted. Students are required to complete their homework in Pearson
MyLab. You do not need to complete homework in one session. There are 8 homework assignments. Only
the 7 highest homework scores will be counted in your final grade.

Quizzes: Quizzes consist of multiple-choice and true-false questions. The quizzes are open

book/notes. Quizzes are completed through your Pearson MyLab account outside of class. Once you open a
quiz, you will be allowed one session (attempt) at the quiz and the session will last for 40 minutes.

Late quizzes will not be accepted. Each quiz consists of ten questions. There are 8 quizzes. Only the 7
highest quiz scores will be counted in your final grade.

The
project is completed in Pearson MyLab. Late projects will not be accepted.
