Introduction/Purpose

Welcome to AT 263, Schooling the Horse III.  The purpose of this class is to learn advanced training techniques that may be applied in the show ring or on the trail.  You will be required to work your horse independently for 6 hours during the week.  For students who are using horses that belong to LBCC in this course, you must always have permission to ride your horse on a given day.  All rides must be documented in a journal, and every time you ride your horse you will be responsible for thoroughly grooming it, as well as cleaning the stall and water bucket.
As a result of this course you should be able to:

1. Continue all learning outcomes from ANS 222 Young Horse Training, AT 163 Schooling the Horse I and AT 164 Schooling the Horse II.

2. Identify student goals and format a course structure to adequately meet those training goals.

3. Examples of student goals are advanced reining techniques, introduction to cattle work, dressage, show jumping, lead changes, and english and western pleasure.

Documenting Hours
It is important that you clearly document your time for this course. Please include time documentation in your Weekly Reports (see below). You are responsible for 6 hours of work each week. You may set your own schedule, but I ask that you space out your time (please do not do all six hours in one day, for example).
Weekly Reports
Every time you ride your horse, you will be responsible for documenting that ride in a journal.  In the journal, include start and stop time, and the specific skills you worked on during that time.  Also, be sure to include any problems or successes you had during your ride.  These journals will be due electronically via google.docs each Sunday evening.

Midterm & Final
You will be responsible for scheduling a midterm and final with me. These are NON-STRESSFULL lab practicals where we will ride together and I will give you feedback. It is likely I will sit on the horse you are working with, and give you feedback on how they feel.
