About the class 

¡Bienvenidos a la clase de español! Spanish for Agriculture/Horticulture I is a beginning Spanish class similar in format to Spanish 101. This class is for students with little or no Spanish experience and will help you begin to develop communication skills and cultural awareness specific to the agricultural or horticultural workplace.

To facilitate your Spanish language acquisition I will provide you with fun, practical, communication based group activities that will enable you to use the language as much as possible in class. This type of learning environment relies on creating a classroom community that is respectful, positive, and willing to work together to achieve our goal of learning Spanish. To achieve this goal, it is also essential that we try to immerse ourselves in a Spanish-speaking environment and to be aware that class time only does not provide you with enough time to fully absorb all of the material.  Therefore, if you want to be successful in this class, you should prepare to study often.  Learning a language requires a lot of exposure so at the very minimum prepare to spend two hours of study for every hour of class.
Course Description
This course introduces basic structures of Spanish in order to help students communicate basic ideas in an agricultural or horticultural context. Although the class will focus mostly on oral communication, all language skills (listening, speaking, reading and writing) will be used in order to teach students through a communicative approach. The class provides a background of Hispanic populations, especially those largely represented in the U.S. population. This is NOT a conversation class, but there is an emphasis on oral communication. The class will be conducted mainly in Spanish. Students with previous knowledge of Spanish are encouraged to take the placement examination.

Course Learning Outcomes
1) Communicate and demonstrate an understanding of basic personal information appropriate for the agricultural/horticultural field in oral form.

2) Use and recognize vocabulary and verbs appropriate for the agricultural/horticultural field.

3) Differentiate subcultures within the Spanish-speaking world.
4) Develop knowledge of Spanish-speaking cultures with high populations in the U.S. and agricultural/horticultural workplace. 
Course Learning Objectives
1) Learn the basics of Spanish pronunciation and acquire a basic vocabulary to communicate personal information.

2) Learn basic vocabulary and sentence structure in order to communicate basic ideas appropriate for the agricultural field.

3) Read and write basic personal information appropriate for the agricultural/horticultural field in order to enhance proficiency.

4) Develop awareness of cultures within the Spanish-speaking world.

Evaluation

Participation 

If you want to learn Spanish and be successful in this class attendance and participation are very important.  The teaching methodology I use to facilitate your Spanish acquisition relies on communication oriented group activities. Therefore, class attendance and participation are essential if you want to learn and/or improve your Spanish skills. To assess your participation, I will have you turn-in classroom activities and look for the following during class time:

- Students are expected to be respectful to their classmates and to their instructor to help maintain a friendly atmosphere in class.

- It is essential to come to class well prepared and participate willingly in all activities. Being well prepared means that you have read, studied, and completed all assignments by the day they were due. 

- Participate in all classroom activities with a positive attitude. 

- Please arrive on time to class and stay until class is over. 

- This is a Spanish communication class so please remember to use AS MUCH
SPANISH AS POSSIBLE as well as to listen respectfully to others.  

Remember communication is as much an act of listening as it is of speaking.

- Please turn off your beepers and cellular phones while in class. 

Homework

There will be homework assignments due for each class period to ensure that you come to class prepared to use the language. I will assign these from the course packet or via Moodle as the term progresses.
Quizzes

There will be three in-class quizzes. These will be less comprehensive than exams. I will post study guides prior to each quiz in Moodle. Cultural Assessments

Throughout the course of the term we will explore the history of Spanish-speakers in the U.S., especially as it pertains to the agricultural/horticultural field; learn about the different subcultures in the Spanish-speaking world; examine colloquial language (Spanglish) vs. formal Spanish; and explore the identities of Spanish-speakers in the United States. These discussions and assessments will take place over four class periods (listed on the calendar).
Tips for success in this class

· Have fun with the language!  Expose yourself to Spanish as much as possible outside of class.

· Come to class well prepared and ready to participate in class with a positive attitude.  The better prepared you are for each class the more you are going to learn during that time.   

· Be realistic about your expectations: No one learns to speak a language in one or two school terms.  Acquiring proficiency in a foreign language takes a lot of time and hard work.

· Because not everyone learns the same way it is important that you discover your own and personal learning style.

· Remember it is better to study for short periods of time every day rather than a long time once a week!

Tutors and other resources on campus
