What to expect

As you know, this was originally a face to face class. We are now switching to an online class. Your textbook
platform has many tools to help you be successful, so make sure to spend some time early on getting familiar with
it. All your homework comes from this site (although there are other assignments).

Allow at least 10 hours for studying and doing homework per week. Do not cram! Working on Spanish every
single day twice for 45 minutes is a much better way to learn that a 5 hours marathon twice a week.

Basic keys to success in the class:
1) Be disciplined! Do not procrastinate.
2) Ask for help if you need it.
3) Try to speak Spanish as much as you can: practice with a friend on the phone, with your family,
classmates (via Zoom or MindTap), and talk to yourself.

General Objectives and Outcomes

In SPN 101 you will learn some basic Spanish language structures that will allow you to communicate and
understand simple information. At the end of this course, you will be able to...

v Communicate and demonstrate an understanding of personal information in oral and written form.
v Demonstrate an understanding of the meaning and history of the terms Latino, Hispanic, and Latin.

4 Learn the basics of Spanish pronunciation and acquire a basic vocabulary to communicate personal info.
4 Empathize with speakers of other languages, and explore the history & cultures from Hispanic countries.

We learn a language through practice, and homework gives you precisely that. Completing it on time is a key to
your success. You will have several attempts to submit your work, which allows you to have more control over your
grade and practice until you understand the topic.

All homework is assigned online through MindTap. Once you log in, click on Assignment Calendar (top of menu).
Assigned activities have a DUE DATE next to them. Homework turned in up to two days late receives half credit.

| understand that we are in a special situation and you might not always be able to attend our class via Zoom. For
that reason it counts as a low percentage of your grade but try to participate as much as possible! These sessions
will allow me to check progress, you can ask questions and you can meet other participants in the class and support
each other.

Prepare well before our weekly meetings on Zoom so they are productive, and we can make the most of them. If
you cannot participate in a Zoom session, | can ask you watch the recorded session and submit a summary (or
something more specific) to make up for the participation grade.

Our Zoom class meetings will happen on Mondays and Wednesdays from 9:00 to 10:00. Look in Moodle for the
code to participate each time.

Composiciones
Writing is an important part of the learning experience. The objective of writing is that you use what we have
learned. Each one of our compositions consist of a first draft and a correction. Each one is worth 50 points.

Werite your drafts and corrections on Google docs.

v’ Use ONLY the vocabulary & grammar we have learned in class. Using other grammar hurts your grade.

v' You can use online dictionaries, but NEVER look up more than one word at a time. (It’s is considered cheating).
v’ Underline any word you look up. The maximum number you can use is 8 new words.

v' Do not ask for help from friends -it has to be YOUR work.
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Conversaciones

Using Zoom, work with a classmate and RECORD a conversation where you speak about a list of topics that | will
give you in advance. Practice together before you record your session (there will be two conversations this term).
In these conversations, students will try to participate equally. Do not use any English! The conversation must last
at least 5 minutes and cover all the requirements from the list of instructions that will be provided.

Entrevista
This is an interview in Spanish. You will receive a list of questions to help you prepare. | will provide more
information when we get closer to the end of the term.

Additional tips for Success in this class

o Connect with other students taking the class! Meet with them online “for coffee” and chat in Spanish.
Be realistic about your expectations: No one learns to speak a language in one school term. Acquiring
proficiency in a foreign language requires a lot of hard work, so motivation is very important!

Not everyone learns the same way, so it is important that you discover your own learning style.

Use the resources from MindTap and communicate with me through the term.

Make connections between the Spanish language and your life... meet new friends! Use the language!
At the very minimum, spend at least 3 hours of study for every credit hour of class.

v Explore Netflix, Hulu and cable television series and movies in Spanish.

v Meet friends (online) who speak the language! A couple of pages where you can meet native speakers from
around the world are BUSUU and CONVERSIFY. Both platforms connect you with native language speakers
that can help you get better, but in exchange you will help someone who is learning English (or another
language, if English is not your first language).
