Course Description:
The fifth course in the lecture series. Focuses on critical transitions in care.
Includes content related to renal disorders, gastrointestinal disorders, high-risk
obstetrics, acute complex respiratory disorders, neurological trauma,
cardiovascular disorders and trauma. Emphasizes critical thinking,
communication, collaboration, and supervision of ancillary staff.

Within this course 1 hr is dedicated to pain theory to assist in complying with
OSBN educational requirements. 

Outcomes
Upon successful completion of this course, students will be able to:

1. Management of Care: Identify the role and responsibilities of the RN
within the interdisciplinary team to provide care for clients with
hemodynamic instability, obstetrical emergencies and end stage health
issues.

2. Safety and Infection Control: Apply principles of safety and infection
control for clients with hemodynamic instability, obstetrical emergencies
and end stage health issues.



3. Health Promotion and Maintenance: Identify health promotion and
self-care education to clients with hemodynamic instability, obstetrical
emergencies and end stage health issues.

4. Psychosocial Integrity: Demonstrate and apply the nursing process to
the psychosocial needs for clients and families with complex
hemodynamic instability, obstetrical emergencies and end stage health
issues and initiate interventions.

5. Basic Care and Comfort: Identify interventions that provide basic care
and comfort for clients with complex hemodynamic instability, obstetrical
emergencies and end stage chronic issues.

6. Pharmacological and Parenteral Therapies: Identify and evaluate all
pharmacological treatments for appropriateness, alternatives, and risks.

7. Reduction of Risk Potential: Identify trends and changes in client
conditions and intervene as needed.

8. Physiological Adaptation: Identify and engage in appropriate nursing
care for clients with hemodynamic instability, obstetrical emergencies and
end stage health issues.

9. Professional Engagement: Demonstrate and apply approved nursing
standards to collaboratively develop a delegation for community-based
care.

Math Competency:
Each student will be given three scheduled opportunities within the first three
weeks of NUR 202 to meet the math competency.  Other testing times will need
to be scheduled with the academic team coordinator.  The competency is
demonstrated by scoring 100% on a 10-question math test proctored over 20
minutes.  In order to pass this course, competency must be demonstrated prior to
the end of week seven.

Learning Activities (including but not limited to): Lecture, group activities,
written work, discussions, case studies, polling, quizzes, and interactive online
activities.

Evaluation of learning which results in a grade will be determined by:

d. Post Test #4 50pts
e. Final Exam 100 pts

Grading:
The grading scale that follows is in compliance with the LBCC Associate Degree
Nursing Program Policies and Procedures. For this course, grades are
determined by a percentage of all available points (percentages are rounded to
the nearest hundredth) as follows:

A = 92.00-100%
B = 83.00 – 91.99%
C = 75.00 – 82.99%
D = 67.00 - 74.99%
F = less than 66.99%

Students MUST pass the A and B components of the term curriculum in order to
progress to the next sequence of the program.

Students must have a cumulative test point average equal to or above
75%, without rounding (your testing points/total possible test points – see
above) AND total points for the course must total at or above 75%, without
rounding AND a clinical evaluation that is “Passing”

Students are strongly encouraged to review the Standards of Student
Performance Policy each term.
