All students require
access to a computer with a word processor and internet access.

Course Description

Introduces college level critical inquiry in academic and professional reading and
writing. WR 115 students critically read, summarize, and respond in paragraph format.
Students develop expository essay writing skills, review conventions, and use individual
and collaborative processes. Note: This course does not satisfy institutional writing
requirements for the degree seeking or transfer student.

Course Outcomes

Upon successful completion of this course, students will be able to:

Write thoughtful, clear, and focused paragraphs and essays for a variety of purposes.
lllustrate critical reading by clearly summarizing, paraphrasing, and directly quoting.
Distinguish your ideas from others' ideas in your writing. Focus a main point and
develop this main point clearly and logically using examples and illustrations in a well-
organized essay. Revise writing using standard college editing and proofreading
conventions (grammar, syntax, spelling, punctuation).

Incompletes

Only students who have completed 80% of the course and who are experiencing
unique circumstances will be considered for an incomplete grade. Any incomplete
grade that is granted must be followed up the next term with additional course work.

Participation

Because your active participation is crucial for your learning and assessment, part of
the class grade is based on participation. Your active involvement is especially
important in a remote class. If you’re struggling to stay engaged, please reach out to
me. You can keep your participation score high by engaging in Canvas discussions,
Zoom lectures, and my office hours.

Live Sessions

Attending the weekly live Zoom sessions will help you. We’ll discuss assignments and
course concepts. If you absolutely can’t attend, watch the recorded lecture before the
end of that week. Attending those sessions (or watching the recording when you must)
contributes to your participation grade.

Deadlines and late work

Refer to the schedule for specific weekly and term deadlines.

You are responsible to complete work on time. Be organized and consistent. Start early.
Don’t wait until the day writing assignments are due. Failure to plan ahead does not
mean you have an emergency. It's your job to coordinate your work schedule, trips out
of town, feeling tired, technology problems, etc. If you turn in an assignment late, the
score will be reduced according to the following chart.

Technology

e Save your work. I strongly recommend that you back up your work in more than
one place. For example, consider saving to a hard drive and to the internet
(Dropbox, Google Drive, etc.).

Canvas

We are using Canvas LMS (not Moodle) as the basis for our class. This is where you'll
do quizzes, read assignment descriptions, and engage in forum conversations. You'll
receive an email invitation to the course by September 28th. The school does not
provide technology support for Canvas.

Writing format
All written assignments must be submitted electronically on Canvas. (If Canvas isn’t
working, send via email.)

The material in the
textbook informs your assignment activities. If you don’t read the text, you won’t
know what to do.

e Activities with quizzes—Follow the instructions on Canvas to complete the
activity and associated quiz each week.

e Zoom sessions—Attend the weekly lectures. Watch the recording if you are
absent.

e Canvas discussions—nParticipating in the Canvas discussions will keep you
focused and motivated, as well as contribute to your participation grade.

e Assignments—You have a writing assignment due most weeks. Plan ahead and
stay on track. If you miss an assignment, don’t give up! You can still pass the
class.
