Course Description:

(5 credits) Math Fast Track is an Emporium-style math class that meets 2 hrs a week in a computer lab, and 3 hrs per week online. Class attendance is mandatory. Students will be working on computer software that covers material from Math 50 thru Math 95 (depending on the math level that the student enters the class at and the level that the student is trying to complete). Math Fast Track is an asynchronous course in that students in the same class are working on different skills at the same time. Students will be working on on-line homework and taking proctored on-line tests. Math Fast Track offers a student the chance to improve their math placement more than one level in one term. Math Fast track is designed for students who need to take several math courses before entering a program, students who have seen the material before and need to “fill in the gaps." At the end of Math Fast Track each student will be assigned a new math placement determined by their on-line tests scores. Recommended: students should be familiar with computers.
Grading: To pass this course you must have advanced 2 course placements or 1 course placement and a significant amount of time on the ALEKS software. If you are unsure of your progress or your current grade talk to me during class.
Special requirements to stay enrolled:  
· You must complete at least 10 hours of work in ALEKS by the beginning of class on Monday of week 2. 

· You must also attend both of your assigned class days of week 1.  

Testing: Once you have completely filled in the pie for your course skill set you will then take a proctored placement test on the computer. You can take the test at the testing center in Red Cedar Hall (RCH-111).
Attendance:

If you know you will not be in class on a certain day let me know in advance, not after you are absent.  You must attend class, if you do not attend class you will not pass. 

Student Learning Outcome:
Upon completion of the course, the student will be able to demonstrate proficiency in the topics of the prerequisite course for which the student receives their new math placement.
