Overview and Introduction  
 

This course covers seven basic religions originating in India, China, and Japan. They represent 

distinctive perspectives that have grown to characterize an Asian philosophical view which differs 

significantly from western philosophies. It is good, then, to keep an open mind in this survey as we 

wrestle with age old religious questions and their impact in shaping these important and ancient 

cultures.

Research Paper:  Toward the end of the course a 3-5 page paper worth 25 points will be required  

examining one of the topics presented during the term. Hand outs describing the assignment will be
