COURSE DESCRIPTION:
A continuation of DA5.494.  Principles of operative dentistry and fixed prosthetics are covered in detail, the order of procedure, hand and rotary instrumentation, anesthesia techniques, handpieces, isolation and control of the operative field and post operative instructions are acutely emphasized.

COURSE OBJECTIVES:
Given a series of lectures on restorative dentistry, anesthesia, basic dental assisting tasks, armamentarium, and treatment room basics the student will role play and continue to increase skill and knowledge of dental procedures to the level acceptable in the community dental offices.

TEACHING METHODOLOGY:
This course is comprised of a two hour didactic session and a two hour laboratory session.  Methodology includes weekly lectures, classroom discussion, instructor demonstrations, visual aids, assigned reading, homework assignments, weekly quizzes, Power Point projections, handouts and a final exam.  Lab will consist of assignments, check-off skill competencies and simulated practical’s with major emphasis on role play of basic dental assisting.

SCHOLASTIC REQUIREMENT:
To remain in the Dental Assistant Program, the student must achieve 72% or more for Clinical Practice lecture and 72% or more for Clinical Practice II lab both independently, for a final combined course grade.

MEANS OF EVALUATION:
Course grades will be determined by a series of weekly Moodle and in class quizzes, homework assignments, a written final examination and lab check-off and assignments.

STUDENT CONTRIBUTION:

Two hours of study are required for each hour of lecture.  Assignments are given and you are expected to read those assignments prior to class.  It is impossible to cover all portions of every topic in the time allotted for each class.  This means that you must accept the responsibility for the material that is not discussed in class.  When you find that information is not clear, it is your right and responsibility to raise questions that will clarify these points.  Additional information on topics is provided to you in your class pack.  You are responsible for all information included in the handouts.  It is your responsibility to get any missed notes or handouts from another student if you are absent.  

TESTING:

Weekly quizzes are given on Moodle and must be completed on time for credit and will be available from Friday at 6:00 am until Sunday 11:59 pm.  You have one attempt allowed. 3. Identify and describe properties and maintenance of high-speed and slow-speed handpieces.
4. Identify and describe properties and maintenance of the slow-speed motors and attachments and demonstrate all possible combinations.
5. Demonstrate the selection, placement and removal of a bur in all handpiece types.

6. Identify and describe uses for various burs.

7. Describe and identify hand-cutting instruments. 
8. Describe the components and order of procedure for general dentistry procedures.
9. Identify and discuss the principles of cavity preparation.

10. Describe and identify different types of anesthesia.

11. Demonstrate correct techniques for various syringe preparations, and needle selection.
12. Demonstrate safe transfer, and storage of a dental syringe and proper needle disposal.

13. Identify and prepare instruments for each of the primary procedures.
