Grading Procedure:  Your final grade in these courses is based on the following:
AT 147

(Placing Avg x 12) + (Reasons Avg x 6) + (Participation Pts = 600 total (20 x 30pts))

divided by 1500.  Placing and reasons averages will include both practice and contest results.

Example: 

A student averages 48.5 on all placing scores and 37 on all reasons scores while missing a total of five participation events (class or contests).

(48.5 x 12) + (37 x 6) + 450 = 1254/1500 = 84%

A = 90% <

B = 80-89%

C = 70-79%

D = 60-69%

F = 59%>

Sophomore students must judge better than 90% on average through fall contests to earn an “A”.  Students that achieve below 90% will receive a “B” grade.
