Provides beginning group instruction in piano skills designed for music majors and non-music 
majors. Includes basic instruction in music reading, music theory, rhythm, harmony and proper 
piano technique.

2. Play and identity augmented and diminished chords. 
3. Play blocked and arpeggiated inversions of triads and dominant seventh chords. 
4. Use indirect pedaling technique. 
5. Understand and identify parallel major and minor scales.
