Homework:  

Homework is required and assigned daily in class.   Almost all assigned homework is found on the Cengage website (MindTap) and is due by the beginning of each class.  You will have 7 tries for a perfect score.  There will also be written assignments from the text. Sadly late work will not be accepted.
Compositions:  

Students will write three compositions during the course (in Spanish).  They consist of:

1.  A rough draft (Borrador): approximately 100 words.  Submitted in the body of your email, (no attachments). You may use only the vocabulary and grammar taught up to the current chapter we are studying.  Any Spanish outside these guidelines will be heavily penalized.

2.  A final draft (Corrección):  Corrections made and expanding with at least 50 words, then resubmit it for grading.

Grading-five points each:
 1.  Content and organization

3.  Grammar and verb usage


    


 2.  Complexity of target vocabulary
4.  Corrections and expansion

If you do not submit a rough draft only the final draft will be graded for a maximum of 75%.  If you do not submit a final draft the rough draft will be graded for a maximum of 75%.  Neither draft will be accepted late.
Chapter Tests:    There will be four tests as scheduled on the calendar, one at the end of each chapter.  Tests will include listening comprehension via Zoom, writing, grammar and reading.  Submissions will not be accepted after 5 minutes from test completion. If you are unable to attend a Zoom test please let me know ASAP.  Sadly you will not be able to make up the oral portion of the test but may make up the remainder.
Participation:

Participation is more than just logging in for the Zoom class.  It includes memorizing all the vocabulary to be able to answer my questions, participating in small groups, volunteering to answer questions on activities done together, asking relevant questions, speaking Spanish as much as possible, being present for the whole class. You may recoup your participation points for missing up to 2 classes.  See the Zoom recordings in my instructor website for directions.
Your speaking ability will be continually evaluated throughout the term during the in-class and group activities in our Zoom classes.

Much of this course involves small group activities.  Time missed (especially group activities) cannot be made-up as the conditions cannot be recreated.  It is essential that you come to class well prepared and ready to participate in order to receive credit for that class’s activities.
