relationship to the assignment) for college-level persuasive 
writing assignments. 

● Apply appropriate levels of critical thinking strategies 
(knowledge, comprehension, application, analysis, 
synthesis, evaluation) in your written assignments, with 
emphasis on analysis and evaluation/persuasion. 

● Implement appropriate rhetorical elements and organization 
(introduction, thesis, development and support, counter-
argument, conclusion, etc.) in our written assignments, with 
an emphasis on standard argument models, particularly the 
Toulmin model. 

● Locate, evaluate, and integrate high-quality information and 
opinion appropriate for college-level analysis and argument 
assignments. 
Craft sentences and paragraphs that communicate your 
ideas clearly and effectively using words, sentence patterns, 
and writing conventions at a high college level to make your 
writing clear, credible, and persuasive.

The material in the 
textbook informs your assignment activities. If you don’t read the text, you won’t 
know what to do. 

• Quizzes—The quizzes are not difficult, but they are a significant percentage of 
your grade to keep you doing the readings. 

• Participation—Engage with me and your peers on a weekly basis. Meeting with 
me virtually and posting on the forums will keep you focused and motivated, as 
well as contribute to your grade. 

• Assignments—You have a major assignment due every week. Plan ahead and 
stay on track. If you miss an assignment, don’t give up! You can still pass the 
class.
