Ifyou are absent for the final draft your rough draft will then be graded. If you have no rough draft your only draft will be grade.
You will receive zero points for “corrections and expansion” in both cases. If you miss both writing opportitnities you will receive a
zero for that essay.

Chapter Tests/Examenes:
