About the class 

¡Bienvenidos a la clase de español!  Congratulations on deciding to continue your journey towards becoming a Spanish speaker!!!  To facilitate your Spanish language acquisition I will provide you with fun, practical, communication based group activities that will give you the opportunity to use the language as much as possible in class.  This type of learning environment relies on creating a classroom community that is respectful, positive, and willing to work together to achieve our goal of learning Spanish.  To achieve this goal it is also essential that we try to immerse ourselves in a Spanish-speaking environment and to be aware that class time only does not provide you with enough time to fully absorb all the material.  Therefore, if you want to be successful in this class you should prepare to study often.  Learning a language requires a lot of exposure so at the very minimum prepare yourself to spend two hours of study for every hour of class.
Outcomes

This class will help you to improve your proficiency and communicate better. In particular you will learn to communicate information about things that occurred in the past. You will use critical thinking to understand other perspectives, and you will increase your knowledge of the geography, history, and culture of different Spanish speaking countries.

At the end of this class you will be able to: 

· Communicate and understand personal information.

· Talk about past occurrences

· Deal with everyday life situations such as shopping for clothing and food, ordering in a restaurant, and talking about relationships.

· Expand your knowledge about other Spanish speaking countries from different geographical regions. 

· Better understand the relations between the U.S. and Latin America.

· Explore the language through your personal interests.

Participación

If you want to learn Spanish and be successful in this class attendance and participation are very important.  The teaching methodology I use to facilitate your Spanish acquisition relies on communication oriented group activities. Therefore, class attendance and participation are essential if you want to learn and/or improve your Spanish skills.   To assess your participation I will have you turn-in classroom activities and look for the following during class time:

- No make-up points will be awarded for participation.  You must be in class to participate.

- Students are expected to be respectful to their classmates and to their instructor to help maintain a friendly atmosphere in class.

- It is essential to come to class well prepared and participate willingly in all activities. Being well prepared means that you have read, studied, and completed all assignments by the day they were due. 

- Participate in all classroom activities with a positive attitude. 

- Please arrive on time to class and stay until class is over. 

- This is a Spanish communication class so please remember to use AS MUCH
SPANISH AS POSSIBLE as well as to listen respectfully to others.  

Remember communication is as much an act of listening as it is of speaking.

- Turn your cell phones off and put them away in class. 

Tareas

There will be a homework assignment due for each class period to ensure that you come to class prepared to use the language (see calendar for due dates).  You will need to do your homework via the online platform that is provided with your textbook.  The computer system will give you credit only for homework turned in on time. There is no credit after that. You have up to seven attempts to get as many points as possible for your homework (only the last attempt counts for calculating your grade).  
Exámenes

There will be four in-class exams.  If you are unable to attend class for a MAJOR REASON the day of an exam you must notify me (leave a telephone message or e-mail me) BEFORE THE EXAM and we can make arrangements for you to take it at a different time.

Composiciones

You will write three short essays throughout this course, which will give you the chance to practice the language learned in class.  We will start these in class, which will take place over the course of a few different class periods.  At the end of this in-class process, you will be asked to turn in a final draft (due dates on your calendar).  The final draft will merely be a corrected version of what we work on in class.  You must turn in your in-class work with your final draft to earn points for this assignment.  These will not be accepted late, but feel free to turn them in early.

It is no way acceptable to use an electronic translator for any portion of this assignment.  If you do so, you will automatically receive a zero.
*********************Topics for composiciones***************************

Composición #1 (150 words minimum) – Write a letter to your Spanish instructor (me) describing yourself. You may include information such as what you do/like to do, what your characteristics are, what classes you take, what your family is like, where you live, etc.  

Composición #2 (175 words minimum) Write a letter to a friend telling him or her about your daily routine.  Make sure to use reflexive verbs, include sports vocabulary, and any other relevant information.  

Composición #3 (190 words minimum) – Write a letter to a friend telling him or her about a trip you took.  Use the preterit to talk about both your trip as well as a restaurant experience during your trip.

Tutors and other resources on campus 

The Learning Center offers a wonderful resource: Tutors (free of cost!) that can help you to study and understand difficult concepts.  In order to use this service, you need to sign up at least 24 hours in advance. Go to the Learning Center (on main campus or at the Benton Center) to find out the times at which tutors are available this term. 

Tips for success in this class

· Have fun with the language!  Expose yourself to Spanish as much as possible outside of class.

· Come to class well prepared and ready to participate in class with a positive attitude.  The better prepared you are for each class the more you are going to learn during that time.   

· Be realistic about your expectations: No one learns to speak a language in one or two school terms.  Acquiring proficiency in a foreign language requires a lot of time and hard work.

· Because not everyone learns the same way it is important that you discover your own and personal learning style.

· Remember it is better to study for short periods of time every day rather than a long time once a week!
