History 102 examines major political, social, and economic developments in late medieval through early modern European civilization, concluding with the French Revolution. 

Students in this course will become familiar with the basic outline of late medieval through early modern history in the Mediterranean basin and where European influence was exported.  Students will also gain an appreciation for the role these past societies have played in shaping the social and cultural world in which citizens and residents of many other countries around the world live today.  Students will gain experience analyzing documents and other artifacts from the past, gaining a greater understanding of what happened in the past.
