About the class 
¡Bienvenidos a la clase de español! Congratulations on taking the first step towards becoming a Spanish speaker!!!  To facilitate your Spanish language acquisition, I will provide you with fun, practical, communication-based group activities that will enable you to use the language as much as possible in class.  This type of learning environment relies on creating a classroom community that is respectful, positive, and willing to work together to achieve our goal of learning Spanish.  To achieve this goal, it is also essential that we try to immerse ourselves in a Spanish-speaking environment and to be aware that class time only does not provide you with enough time to fully absorb all the material.  Therefore, if you want to be successful in this class you should prepare to study often.  Learning a language requires a lot of exposure so at the very minimum prepare to spend two hours of study for every hour of class. 

Classroom requirements for all students and faculty due to COVID-19

3) Empathize with speakers of other languages.
4) Explore the history and culture of a variety of Spanish-speaking countries such as Spain, Ecuador, Mexico, and Puerto Rico.
